The Audit Bureau of Circulation has released the circulation results for the April - June 2009 period.   Circulation figures are compared with ‘same 
time last year’.  Changes are:  The West Australian Monday to Friday – up 728 (0.4%) copies, The West Australian Saturday – up 673 (0.2%) copies, 
Sunday Times – down 7,099 (2.2%) copies.

Circulation Changes: April – June 2009 from April – June 2008

Nationally, The Australian dropped back a 
marginal 169 (0.1%) copies M-F this 
quarter with the Weekend Australian 
picking up another 6,390 (2.2%) copies.  
The Australian Financial Review M-F took 
a big hit losing 7,484 (8.4) with the 
Saturday edition lost 1,723 (1.9%) copies.

Around the remainder of the country, 
Sunday publications continue their 
downward trend with the exception of The 
Canberra Times, Sunday Tasmanian and 
Sunday Territorian who all experienced 
modest growth.
